Objectives
General: Jesus authority to get out evil spirit.
Specific:
The children will be ableto ...

B. Learnthat whena person give him sdf to the devil he can become blind, he cannot see
the light of God, and dumb not being able to speak the truth.

Instruction
(1) Review last week's lesson.

Story Time

To-day we are going to learn about a person who was mad, blind and mute, poor guy but Jesus
the hedler hedled him that he spoke and received his Sght.

Thereforethis personwas
mad, blind, mute and deaf. Hisfather heard about Jesus and the miracles He did.

The father took his son to Jesus disciples that they may hedl him but the disciples could not. The
man did not give up and waited until Jesus came. The father advanced and told Jesus O my Lord please
hed my son, heismead, blind and mute. | brought him to your disciples and they could not cast away the
devil. Jesus calmed and sympathized him and said to his disciples, “Bring him to Me” When Jesus
confronted the evil spirit, the boy began to fdl on the ground and walowed foaming at the mouth .... and
you see when our father the priest prays for a person with an evil spirit, the priest rises the cross and the
evil soirit becomes frightened and escapes from the person. Jesus asked the father : how long hasbeenthis
happening to your son? He answered since along time and oftenthe evil spirit used to throw him into the
fire and into the water to destroy him. But if youcando any thing, have compasson upon us and help us.

When Jesus saw the father'sfaithand his desireinthe heding of his son, He rebuked the uncleaned
Spirit saying, “Y ou deaf and dumb spirit | order youto come out of him and enter him no more.” At once
the boy became as one dead so that people thought that he was dead. Jesus took him by hand and lifted
him up and he arose. The disciplesthenasked Jesus Chrigt privately, “Why could we not cast him away?’
Hesad to them, “This kind can come out by nothing except by prayer and fasting and withthe man'sfath
in God's power his son was hedled.”
